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Chapter 1 Overview

1.1 Product Introduction

The LED multi-media display, hereinafter referred as terminal or device, is a standardized display
product, featuring in self-illuminating display, comprehensive information release, remote
management and control, miracast, etc. With its fashionable and simple design, the terminal
boasts good performance in various aspects. It can bring a wide view without light reflection even
in strong light. The integrated management system enables you to remotely control terminals,
manage programs, and perform miracast by a PC or mobile phone. Operation through a remote
control is also allowed. The LED multi-media display is equipped with Hikvision’s professional
image processing technology, including Pix Code (algorithm for optimizing the details of low-
grayscale image), Pix Master (algorithm for image enhancement), Color Master (algorithm for
color fidelity), HDR display, 3D display and other research and development achievements. With
clear and vivid images, the device is applicable to scenes with 100 to 200 inch wide view, such as
large-scale shopping malls, business buildings, financial halls, airports, high-speed railway stations,
government halls, news release halls, exhibition halls, etc.

1.2 Product Components

With LED control system, the LED multi-media display includes sending cards (integration of
information release) and receiving cards. Images packaged by the sending card will be sent to the
receiving card, and be unpackaged and displayed on the LED display.

1.3 Packing List

1.4 Installation Procedure

The LED multi-media display can be installed onto a mobile bracket or a wall-mounted bracket.
You can choose the installation models according to the actual situation.

[ENote

The controller should be installed in different order between the two installation models. We
highly recommend you to install the controller after assembling accessories and frames in
mobile model, and before mounting the cabinet columns to the bracket in wall-mounted
model.
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Chapter 2 Bracket

2.1 About the Bracket

There are two types of brackets for the device: the mobile bracket and the wall-mounted bracket.

2.2 Precautions

Installation personnel must wear protective gear.

Take safety measures when working at height.

Make sure that the rack is mounted vertically to the flat ground without tilting or twisting.
Check that all structural parts and fasteners are fully mounted without missing.

After all the accessories are mounted, clean all the debris in the rack and avoid metal debris
being remained.

2.3 Install the Bracket

Due to the different product versions and installation methods, the bracket appearances of
different product models are different. The brackets and cabinets are subject to product models.
Please check before installation.

2.3.1 Install the Mobile Bracket

1. Use screws to fix the four mobile bracket feet on the two vertical poles.

2.3.2 Install the Wall-Mounted Bracket

The wall-mounted bracket is used for installing front-maintenance cabinets only. After
determining installation position, fix the horizontal poles to the wall with M8 x 80 screws.

E@Note

e For wall-mounted installation, reserve installation space for expansion screws of different
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sizes according to the sizes of the device models.
e You should install the horizontal poles on a vertical load-bearing wall or steel frame.

Steps

1. Choose appropriate wall and reserve installation space for the display.
2. Locate the installation holes for expansion screws. Pay attention to the space reserved on the
top/bottom/left/right side of the installation holes.

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Chapter 3 Cabinet

3.1 About the Cabinet

A cabinet is a basic unit for LED engineering installation in which LED modules are neatly mounted
on a metal sheet (cast aluminum) box, with a built-in independent receiving card and switching
power supply, an engineering installation structure, and independent display.

E@Note

The following descriptions use one of the models as an example. Details are subject to the
model.

3.2 Precautions

Read the following precaution tips before you install the terminal:

e The installation order is different for mobile bracket and wall-mounted bracket. Please follow
the installation guide.

e Install the LED screens after the decoration construction is completed. Avoid humid or high-pH
environment to prevent damage to the LED lamps.

e Do not expose the device to rain or humid environment to reduce the risk of fire or electric
shock.

e Electric discharge may last for a short period of time after the power is shut down. Please wait
two minutes after the power is shut down to operate the device.

® Only use the original power cord delivered with the device. Contact authorized dealer to
purchase power cord with same specifications.

e Please do not frequently plug or unplug the power cord when the power is on.

3.3 Install the Cabinets

3.3.1 Install Cabinet Columns and Hanging Boards

Stitch the cabinets, and install the hanging boards for hanging the cabinet columns to the bracket.

Ensure the cabinet structure is complete.

3.3.3 Install Frames

After the cabinets are installed onto the bracket, install the frames around the display.

Ensure all cabinets are installed and locked.

1. Use customized screws to fix the frames on the top and sides. Each cabinet should be fixed to
the frames with two screws on the top or sides.
