2 Installation

Before you start:

e Make sure the device in the package is in good condition and all the assembly parts
are included.

e The standard power supply is 24V AC or 36V DC. Make sure your power supply
matches with your speed dome.

e Make sure all the related equipment is power-off during the installation.

e Check the specification of the products for the installation environment.

e Make sure that the wall is strong enough to withstand four times the weight of the
speed dome and the bracket.

2.1 Installing Memory Card

Purpose:
The speed domes are with built-in memory card slots which are for local storage with
memory cards. There are three types of memory card installation listed as follows.

Before you start:

Turn off the power of the speed dome before connecting the cables.

1.  Loosen the 4 lock screws on the flange of the speed dome.

M8 screws into the mounting holes.

2.2 Interfaces of Type | Gang Box

3 custom cable holes are reserved on the gang box so that you can connect the speed
dome with your own cables. For the anti-corrosion function, accomplish the installation
of cables according to the following steps:
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Steps:
1. Remove the cover of the gang box and loosen the hex screws with the wrench
(supplied with device). Poke the sealing plug out of the gang box.
2. Route the cables through the connectors. Make sure each cable is routed through
one cable hole only and all terminals are tightly sealed with waterproof adhesive,
as shown in Figure 2-5.
3. After connecting the cables, secure the hex screws with the wrench.

The ceiling mounting is applicable to the indoor/outdoor solid ceiling construction. The
followings are the mandatory precondition for ceiling mounting:

® The thickness of the ceiling must range from 5 to 40mm.
® The ceiling must be strong enough to withstand more than 4 times the weight of

the dome and its accessories.
