4.1 Device Startup

4.1.1 Installed Without a Computer Box

4.1.2 Installed with a Computer Box

the installation is finished. During the startup, the power indicatothefbox will turn red and the
fan will start. After a beep sound, the power indicator will turn green and the computer is
switched on. Meanwhile, the power indicator on the front panel will turn blue which means the
device is switched on.

4.2 Eco Mode
