2.1 Preventive and Cautionary Tips

2.2\Working Environment Requirements

2.2.1Temperature and Humidity

In order toensure nornal working and operation life of the switcltboom temperature and
humidity mustbe keptat certain level.

If room humidity is too high for a long timmsulating materials may hieeffectiveor even
lead to electricity leakage, mechanical performanceneterials may change, and metal
components may be rust, etc.

2.2.2Static Electricity Protection
