®Please make sure the wall is strong enough to
withstand three times the weight of the camera
and the mounting.

o|f the wall is the cement wall, you need to insert
expansion screws before you install the camera.
If the wall is the wooden wall, you can use
self-tapping screw to secure the camera.

o|f the product does not function properly,
please contact your dealer or the nearest
service center. Do not disassemble the camera
for repair or maintenance by yourself.

Ceiling mounting
will be taken as an example in the section. And you
can take steps of ceiling mounting as a reference

if wall mounting is adopted.

Steps:
1.Drill the screw holes in the ceiling according
to the supplied drill template.
2.Hammer the supplied plastic expansion boltinto

the screw holes.

5).Loosen No.1 adjusting screw to adjust the
azimuth angle of the image (0° ~360°).

6).Tighten No.1 adjusting screw.

5.Pull out the clip plate and secure the camera
with the trim ring to the mounting base.

6.Push the clip plate in and tighten the lock screw
to secure the trimring.
